Title page – OLYMPSPORT celebrated all Czech medal successes in London 2012 (for details see pages 74-75). Christmas auction, Spring OLYMPSPORT meeting will take place in Brno, April 20th.

Page 70 – Short report from the ceremony in Lausanne, June 22nd. Three collectors and China Post were for the first time awarded J.A. Samaranch Medal for Olympic Collecting. 

Pages 71-73 – News from OLYMPSPORT Headquarters. Rules for paying of the member fee for 2013. Changes of the OLYMPSPORT members. OLYMPSPORT News. Survey of the post-cards with the special cancellations prepared to following sporting events: Women Basketball Qualifying tournament for Olympic Games 2012 with the participation of Czech team (post-card No.OS-08/12); ČEZ CHESS TROPHY 2012, Navarra vs. Svidler (post-card No.OS-09/12), special post-mark was used at Post-office Praha 1, June 20th-24th; XVth Sokol Festival 2012 (post-card No.OS-10/12), special post-mark was used at Post-office Praha 100, July 5th–6th; Czech European Athletic Champions from event took place in Helsinki, June 27th – July 1st are shown on slogan cancellation used at Post-office Praha 6, July 21st (post-card No.OS-11/12); Czech Olympic Committee used special meter-stamp since July 24th and during Olympic games LONDON 2012 (No.OS-12/12); post-cards to departure of Czech Olympic Team to London were cancelled by special meter-stamp showing Olympic winners from London 1948 Jan Brzák-Felix and Bohumil Kudrna (post-card No.OS-13/12) special post-mark was used at Post-office Praha 6, July 22nd; Opening of the 30th Olympic Games was celebrated by slogan cancellation showing Olympic winner from Mexico 1968 Milena Duchková (post-card No.OS-14/12) special post-mark was used at Post-office Praha 6, July 27th; U20 Women European Basketball Championships Division B took place in Klatovy, August 16th-20th. There was used slogan cancellation (post-card No.OS-15/12) at Post-office Klatovy 1, in the time of tournament. 

Pages 74-75 – Survey of the special cancellations and post-cards to the successful Olympic Games London 2012. Personal stamps with portraits of Czech medallists were prepared by OLYMPSPORT. 

Page 76 – There were prepared materials celebrating Emil Zátopek´s the 90th jubilee. Special post-mark, APOST label and label for Registered letter were used at Post-office Kopřivnice 1 in September 15th. Special post-card prepared by OLYMPSPORT (No.OS-27/12) was cancelled by this post-mark too. Philately Club from Kopřivnice prepared personal stamp used on the cover with special labels and post-mark (No.OS-28/12). The 90th birthday of Dana Zátopková was reminded by special post-card (No.OS-29/12) and special post-mark used at Post-office Praha 1, September 19th. 

Page 77 – Short report from the Autumn OLYMPSPORT meeting took place in Prague, October 13th. There were elected OLYMSPORT representatives to Czech Olympic Academy Jaroslav Petrásek and Radek Jásek there. 

Page 78 – Short report from the meet with Olympic winner Barbora Špotáková written by Ivan Vápenka. 

Page 79 – Military Games (Pershing ´s Olympics) took place in Paris in June 1919. Football tournament took place in Rome in June 1919. However Czech team was an outsider this event won. There was the first sporting success of the new Czechoslovak republic. 

Page 80 – the 65th Anniversary of death of John William Madden. He was the first professional football trainer in Czechoslovakia since the year 1905. He was born in Dumbarton, near Glasgow in June 11th, 1865. He won five titles of Football champions with SK Slavia. He died in Prague in April 17th, 1948.
